STEP 1:  CSS Financial Aid PROFILE
To be completed online at https://profileonline.collegeboard.com by April 15, 2012 (school code: 4054). If you submitted a 2011-12 CSS PROFILE, use your existing login name to have some fields pre-populate. Once submitted, you will receive an email with further instructions for IDOC.
STEP 2:  Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA)
To be completed online at http://www.fafsa.ed.gov by April 15, 2012 (federal school code: 001170). Some state grant programs have earlier FAFSA deadlines, a list of these deadlines can be found on the FAFSA Worksheet located at https://fafsa.ed.gov/help/ffdef44.htm. 

NEW this year: you may use the FAFSA-IRS Data Retrieval tool to input your family’s income information into your FAFSA. The IRS Data Retrieval tool will allow FAFSA to request and retrieve your income and tax data from the IRS.

If both you and your parents have filed your federal tax returns before starting your FAFSA, you will be able to obtain your income information while completing your FAFSA.

If you have not filed your federal tax returns before you start your FAFSA, you may input the IRS Data Retrieval information after you have filed your federal tax returns by using the FAFSA corrections process. Find more information at: http://www.fafsa.com/understanding-fafsa/fafsa-corrections. 
You must include your Social Security Number on both the FAFSA and CSS Financial Aid PROFILE. They will not be processed if the student social security number is incorrect or blank.

STEP 3:  IDOC and supplemental forms
You must send to the IDOC Service of the College Board, by May 1, 2012, in one complete package, the following items:
· Your Cover Sheet; be sure to include your CSS ID number.

· Verification Worksheet (2012-13).

· Signed copies of your and/or your parent(s) 2011 Federal Income Tax Returns, all Schedules, 1099s, and W-2 forms (drafts, estimates, or extensions are not acceptable), and if applicable Corporate / Partnership Federal Income Tax Returns, and K-1 Schedule(s) for any corporation(s) / partnership(s) in which you or your parent(s) have investments.

· Parent and Student Non-filer Income Certification forms, if applicable.

Once the 3 STEPS are completed:
Additional forms, if requested, must be mailed directly to the CMC Financial Aid Office. These forms are available at http://www.claremontmckenna.edu/finanaid/students/forms.php.

To complete and monitor your 2012-13 financial aid file you must use NetPartner, at https://www.claremontmckenna.edu/NetPartnerStudent/. You must share your login information with your parents in order to allow them access to your NetPartner account—the Financial Aid Office cannot provide access to them.


Students with completed files can expect their award by the end of June.

HELPFUL TIPS
· Make sure to keep a record of all ID numbers and passwords.

· Retain confirmation of mailing receipts.

· Make sure any additional documents requested are returned promptly.

· Keep a copy of all documents mailed to IDOC.

If you currently receive financial aid, a hard copy of this notice has been sent to the home of your parent(s); please check to make sure they received this information. This is your only communication from the Financial Aid Office regarding the renewal process.

Each year financial aid considerations will be determined based on the availability of funds. Students who did not apply for or did not receive need-based financial aid previously at CMC are not guaranteed financial aid.  Additionally, they may not be considered for financial aid in the coming academic year.
